In our art lessons, the children will
have the opportunity to make their own sculptures out of clay and create seasonal art work in the style, of our
focus artists. In our [L'teracy lessons, the focus will be poetry and poems about colour. The children will then
have the opportunity to write their own colour poems that will be full of exciting descriptions and interesting
\fcrcabulary. In maths, the children will start off by loo/eing at place value, using concrete, pictor[al and abstract
methods. At the end of this topic, the children will have the chance to share all of their amazing work, with
you, at an art exhibition in the school hall.
