Durlng our new topic, the children will be focussing on a range of books written by Roald
Dahl, and will look close[y at the illustrations by Quentin Blake that feature throughout. In
literacy, the children will begtn by studymg the story of Charlie and the Chocolate Factory'
and will plan and write character descriloticms, a letter, riddles about other characters in
the story, and even invent their own sweet! After this, they will move onto the story of
Matilda'. Durt‘ng our Dazzling Dahl coffee morning, you will have the opportunity to come
into school and read the wonderful writing that the children have Ioroduced. Durmg art
lessons, the children will study the work of Quentin Blake before sleetchmg their own Roald
Dahl L‘nsloired character which will be painted with watercolours. In des(gn and technology
lessons, the children will propose a healthier alternative to thly Wonka's chocolates and
sweets by creating their own super smoothies. In science, the children will take part in a
number of experiments where they will test the suitabillty of different materials, ma/emg
links to the material’s properties. In maths, the children will look at measurements
L'ncludmg mass, temperature, length, helght, volume and capacity. 7710,51 will then move
onto recallmg the values of coins and notes before 5tudymg the properties of 2D shapes.
